X AB, referred to below as the “Disclosing Party”.

2) Y AB, org. no., street address, post no. city
Y AB, referred to below as the “Recipient”.

Scope of Application
This Confidentiality Agreement is intended to be used in Consultancy Assignments concerning 
Definitions
The Contract
The Contract entered into between the Recipient and Disclosing Party in accordance to Attachment 1. 

The Project 
The Project with project designation 
The Assignment 
The services that the Recipient is to perform in order to deliver the result as can be seen from the Contract with the Disclosing Party. 
1. Background
Within the framework for the Assignment, the Recipient will have access to information concerning the Project and the Disclosing Party’s operations that is deemed to be confidential. This Confidentiality Agreement governs the Recipient’s use and treatment of Confidential Information. 

By “Confidential Information” is meant below all information of a technical, commercial or other nature, regardless of whether the information has been provided in writing or orally, that the Disclosing Party provides to the Recipient within the framework for the Assignment and which the Disclosing Party particularly states is confidential or otherwise can be deemed to be a commercial or professional trade secret. 
2. The Recipient’s Obligations 

2.1. The Recipient agrees to:

a) Treat the Confidential Information as strictly confidential and not disclose to any third party other than which is necessary in order to perform the Assignment,
b) Not use the Confidential Information for any purpose other than for the fulfilment of the Assignment,
c) Protect the Confidential Information with the same care as the Recipient protects its own Confidential Information of a corresponding type.
2.2 The Recipient agrees to make the Confidential Information accessible only to those employees and/or consultants who need access to the information in order for the Recipient to correctly perform the Assignment. The Recipient shall, therewith, through confidentiality agreements or other suitable means, insure that the confidentiality in accordance with this Confidentiality Agreement is maintained by the employee and/or consultant. 
3. Exceptions from confidentiality
The Recipient’s obligations under section 2 are not applicable to information that:
d)  Is generally known by means other than a breach of this Confidentiality 
 Agreement,

e) The Recipient already knew prior to receiving it from the Disclosing Party,

f) The Recipient had access to after the execution of this Confidentiality Agreement from a third party not under a requirement of confidentiality,

g) The Recipient independently generated without using the Confidential Information,

h) The Recipient has a duty to provide based on legislation or the decision of a governmental authority.

4. Rights
All information that the Recipient has received from the Disclosing Party based on the Assignment remains the property of the Disclosing Party. Upon request by the Disclosing Party, the Recipient is to return or destroy documents or other materials embodying the Confidential Information. The Recipient, however, has the right to retain copies of documents containing Confidential Information to the extent necessary in order for the Recipient to be able to document its work.
5. Period of Applicability
This Agreement is valid from the date of its execution and continues to be valid during the period in which the Assignment is performed, and then afterwards for a period of two (2) years.

6. Liability
The Recipient is to compensate the Disclosing Party for any direct harm that the Recipient has caused the Disclosing Party through breach against this Confidentiality Agreement.
Liability for damages is limited to a combined total amount of twenty-five (25) times the Price Base Amount in accordance with the Swedish Social Insurance Code (2010:110). By Price Base Amount is meant the Price Base Amount valid for the year in which the harm arose. The Recipient is not liable for indirect harms unless caused by gross negligence or intentionally.
